Kashima Port
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The Kashima Port Industrial Area contains nearly 170 corporations, covering
industries such as petroleum, steel, feed, lumber, and more, and is developing
as a base for bulk cargo imports and product exports. Also, since being select-
ed as a Strategic International Bulk Port (for grains) by the nation, the Kashima
Port is aiming for the stable and low-cost bulk shipment of grains. In 2020, the
port was designated as a "base port for marine renewable energy power
generation facilities, etc. (base port)", and is also striving to contribute to the
realization of a decarbonized society as an industrial base for renewable
energy. Currently, the regular routes service one domestic and one international
which has the functions as a container terminal is also increasing.
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
